Early Childhood Preschool Opportunities for Threes

Fact Sheet
Purpose:  To provide a preschool learning opportunity for income eligible community three year old children.  Children with varying disabilities and non-disabled peers will have the opportunity to learn and play together, build self-esteem, and develop acceptance of others.  All children will have access to a developmentally appropriate curriculum which includes learning centers for activities such as dramatic play, exploration of sand and water, computer learning, math/science, art and writing.
Criteria:  Children turning 3 years old by September 1st of the school year in which the child enrolls. Families must meet the income guidelines set by the US Department of Agriculture for free and reduced meals, or registered with the Homeless Office. Children must be toilet trained with few to no accidents and demonstrate typical developmental skills for a 3 year old. Three year old students with disabilities may be eligible for participation in the program through the IEP process.
Announcement:  The general public will be informed through the PGCPS website.  

Registration:  Registration will be held at each ECC April 11 until June 1, 2011 for families who meet the income guidelines set by the US Department of Agriculture for free and reduced meals.  Beginning June 2, enrollment will be open to all children at their boundary Early Childhood Center. The parent will need to provide documents required for registration in PGCPS and proof of income.  Families must meet the Pre-Kindergarten income guidelines for program eligibility for the 2011-2012 school year.  Parents will also be required to complete the application form and sign the Acknowledgement of Receipt form.

Fee:  None.

Acceptance:  Acceptance is for children who turned three years old by September 1st of the school year in which the child enrolled. Acceptance is based on a first come, first served basis with limited slots available. Acceptance in the inclusive opportunities for three year olds does not guarantee acceptance in the four year old Pre-Kindergarten program. Parents interested in the four year old Pre-Kindergarten program must apply and follow all Pre-Kindergarten registration policies and procedures.
Days and Hours of Operation:  Typical developing 3 year olds will have the opportunity for a one day to three days a week classroom experience.  

Withdrawal from program:  Typically developing 3 year old children will be dismissed as role models if parents are unable to follow arrival/pick up procedures.  Children who demonstrate atypical development will be referred to the Preschool Child Find Office.
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
