Those courses that satisfy the graduation requirement for technology education will be followed by an addition symbol (+).  Courses followed by an equal sign (=) can be applied to satisfying the advanced technology graduation requirement. If students do not choose to satisfy their graduation requirement with two advanced technology credits, then they must take two levels of the same foreign language or participate in a state approved career and technology completer program.  

Students should choose alternate electives wisely in case a class is full, cancelled or conflicts with another class that the student has selected. Schedule changes will only occur for students who have not met the prerequisites for a course, have passed the course they have been assigned, or for seniors who need a course for graduation. It is important to gather as much information as you need to make wise choices on your registration form.

The last page in this booklet is a registration worksheet that each student should complete with his/her parent.  The parent should sign the worksheet and each student should bring the worksheet to registration to ensure you choices are properly recorded.

SERVICE-LEARNING AS A GRADUATION REQUIREMENT

All students have certain requirements for graduation.  The service-learning requirement is one of the few high school graduation requirements that begin in the seventh grade.  In the Prince George’s County Public Schools, the service-learning requirement is composed of two parts:

1) curriculum infusion that is taught in the classroom of identified courses in grades 7-10 and

2) direct service totaling 36 hours which must be completed by students, sometime between grades 7 and 12.
Each student who completes sixth grade in June of a specific year officially becomes a seventh grader on July 1 of that same year.  At that time, the student may begin earning the direct service hours.

PROCEDURES FOR STUDENTS TO FOLLOW

Selecting a Service Site/Location

· A “suggested” alphabetical organizational list of sites is available in the school’s guidance office.

· The site must be non-profit based – exceptions include nursing homes, hospitals, and licensed day care facilities.

· Government facilities are considered non-profit (federal, state, local, and school buildings).

· Service hours may be completed through service projects with a place of worship or working on political campaigns.

· Baby-sitting at home or for a neighbor or relative is NOT acceptable for service hours.

Reporting for Service

· A student must make arrangements with the site to do the service hours.

· Prior to reporting to the site, the student must make sure that he or she has a verification form for the site supervisor (verification forms are available in all guidance offices).  The person at the site who is responsible for the student volunteers is the person who signs the verification form. Parents and guardians may not verify for their own children.

Submitting the Service Hours

· Students must take the verification form (both pages) to the scheduling office in the mail room at Eleanor Roosevelt High School.

· The secretary will sign the form, enter the data into the computer, and send the white copy to guidance to be filed in the student’s permanent record.  Students should keep the yellow copy in their portfolios.

· Service hours are recorded on all report cards at the end of each grading period.

Participating in an activity and not receiving pay

does not always qualify for service-learning hours.

Eligibility Procedures

In order to be permitted to participate in tryouts, each student athlete must have:

- a minimum 2.00 GPA (from the previous grading period)

- a completed physical form signed and dated by a doctor (valid for one calendar year).

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REGISTRATION

PLEASE NOTE: most of this information should have been provided to register students at middle schools and will be forwarded to high school in the cumulative folders that arrive from middle school. If those folders lack any information requested below registration cannot take place at high school

In order to register at Eleanor Roosevelt High School you must be within our school boundaries, have an approved transfer, or be accepted into a program our school provides according to the policies of the Office of Pupil Accounting and School Boundaries.

· Only biological parents or legal guardians can register students. The school will not register students for adults who are not biological parents or legal guardians.

· Contact the office above if you are not the biological parents or legal guardians and intend to register a student.

When registration takes place we need the following ORIGINAL documents:

· Deed or current lease 

· Current utility bill dated within 30 days or less

(i.e. water, gas, electric bills. Mobile phone bills are UNACCEPTABLE)

· Student’s birth certificate which includes mothers name. 

· Student’s health record including immunizations for Hep B and Varicella

· Student’s Social Security card (optional)

· Withdrawal packet from previous school 
(includes all previous grades, attendance, and test scores) 

· Parent/Legal Guardian’s ID
The school needs copies of all of the above for our records.

If you bring both copies and originals the process will go along faster.

Either with or without copies, you need ORIGINAL documents

Every student registering needs to provide these documents to the registrar on the day of registration. There are no exceptions to providing these documents. If a parent/legal guardian comes to registration without some or all of the required documents the registration will be stopped.

If all documents have been provided, reviewed, and approved by the REGISTRAR, a guidance counselor will make a schedule to fit your student’s need, the capacities of our school and the school’s course offerings.

If you are registering after registration dates and times this process can take from 1- 6 hours depending on network traffic and other system variables.

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

OFFICER TRAINING CORPS (AFJROTC)

All year-long AFJROTC classes are worth 2 College Elective Credits”

The goal of JROTC is to provide the climate, opportunity, and motivation for secondary school students to experience success in academic studies and leadership development.  Approximately 40% of the course is devoted to learning about the aerospace environment and how it affects individual students, our society, our nation, and our way of life.  Also, students are introduced to civilian and military aerospace career opportunities.  In the larger portion of the program (60%) students have opportunities to learn, practice, and demonstrate leadership and followership skills.  These lessons include: military customs and courtesies; self and group discipline; drill & ceremonies; interpersonal skills; and how to be poised, and confident in today’s technically oriented world. Physical Fitness and Wellness are an important part of the curriculum, and 1 class day per week in devoted to exercise and information about nutrition and wellness.”

AFJROTC (1/2 credit or 1 full credit, Single Period)

This course is for students entering Aerospace Science for the first time.  It covers basics lessons on the History and Heritage of Air Power, and the Science of Flight.  Additionally, the leadership portion of this course concentrates on military customs and courtesies, the development of personal values, learning and practicing interpersonal skills, and learning basic and military drill.

ART DEPARTMENT
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Art I (1 credit, single period) *

Art I is an entry-level course for students interested in exploring a variety of creative art and multi-cultural experiences.  The curriculum provides a broad base of art experiences including design, drawing, printmaking, painting, sculpting, lettering and crafts.

Crafts 1(1/2 credit, single period) .5*

Crafts I is a semester long, entry-level class for students to study and make American Crafts.  All work is completed in class and there is no homework. Work will include metal craft, weaving, stitchery, stenciling, macramé, basketry and casting.  Students may need to bring some materials for projects as assigned by instructor.

Crafts 2 (1/2 credit, single period) .5*

Crafts 2 is a semester long continuation of American Crafts. (See Crafts 1) Crafts classes need not be taken sequentially.

Basic Design (1/2 credit, single period) .5*

Students will explore a variety of projects, primarily 2-dimensional, to become familiar with the elements and principles of design.  No prerequisites are required for this semester-long class.  Students may be required to bring some supplies as assigned by instructor.

Basic Sculpture (1/2 credit, single period) .5*

In this semester-long class, students will explore a variety of 3-dimensional art forms.  No prior knowledge of sculpture is required.  Students may be required to bring some materials as assigned by instructor.

Drawing & Painting I (I credit, single period) *

This course is designed for the more serious art student who has already had basic drawling and painting experience either from previously talking Art I or private instruction.   Perspective, chiaroscuro, and figure drawing will be explored along with painting techniques involving watercolor, tempera, and acrylics. Open only to Pullen students or science and tech students.

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BUSINESS EDUCATION DEPARTMENT

“Business Education Is Everybody’s Business”   

Web Page Design (1/2 Tech Ed Credit) +

This semester course will provide students the opportunity to develop professional skills in developing and maintaining Web pages.  Students will use FrontPage 2002 to design their own web pages.  Students will obtain a marketable skill which may be utilized to obtain an entry-level position in the world of work.  Students taking this course will earn ½ of a technology credit. STUDENTS HAVE TO TAKE KEYBOARDING FIRST AS A PREREQUISITE.
Introduction to Business/Marketing (1 credit)

This full-year course unlocks the mysteries of business operations and what impact they have on individual lives.  It gives students experience and confidence in making responsible business decisions.  This course features consumer buying, income taxes, banking, budgets, credit, saving and investing, insurance, stocks and bonds, owning a business and marketing a business.

Keyboarding 1 (1 Tech Ed Credit) +

Keyboarding is the most important ramp to the information highway.  This course provides students with touch-typing skills.  Students are given the opportunity to correct bad habits learned from undisciplined computer use.  Not everyone will work in an office, but everyone will have a computer in his/her future.  Keyboarding is a skill that will benefit students in high school, college, and the rest of their lives.

Computer Programming-Visual Basic (1 Tech Ed Credit)  +
This full-year, introductory level course provides the student with an understanding of the data processing cycle, computer hardware and software and career opportunities in computer programming.  Students learn to write programs that include decision and looping structures, graphics, sound animation, and databases.  Satisfactory completion of this course qualifies students to select courses in advanced programming languages. 

Computer Programming in C++  (1 credit)

This full year course, using the advanced high level C++ programming language is intended for the students who have an interest in the Computer Science field.  It provides a comprehensive and complete presentation of C++.  Acknowledging the previous programming experience of the students, the course presents basic problem solving and computer principles with emphasis on file structures. 

Personal Keyboarding (1/2 Credit)

This semester course is designed to provide students with the opportunity to learn the fundamentals of keyboarding for school and personal use.  Course instruction provides the students with common word processing application skills to prepare letters, multi-page reports, tables and oral and written communications.  

Computer Software Applications - MS Office  (1/2 Tech Ed Credit) +

CSA is a semester course that provides students with opportunities to develop fundamental skills through the use of windows and the Microsoft Office Suite.  A step-by-step format is used to present the fundamentals of windows, word processing with Microsoft word, spreadsheets with Excel, and presentations with PowerPoint.  It provides students with a variety of methods to present their work in an attractive format.

ENGLISH DEPARTMENT ELECTIVES
Drama I (1 credit, single period) * 

This course provides students with an introduction to the fundamentals of acting and stage design.  Improvisation, scene work, and monologue work are featured.

Creative Writing (1credit, single period)

Learn, practice and refine basic creative writing skills. This course will have a focus on all types of creative writing from poetry to newspaper articles.  This course also has a focus on self-expression and the precision involved in the craft of writing.
Literary Magazine (I credit, single period)

Students in this course both engage in creative writing and the production and marketing of ERHS's literary magazine,

Freestyle.

	ENGLISH  E.S.O.L 1 WITH E.S.O.L 1 ELECTIVE 

	PREREQUSITE: county placement

	The course English E.S.O.L 1 grants grade level English credit and are to be scheduled as a double period with E.S.O.L 1 Elective which grants one elective credit. These courses together develop the beginning English language skills of limited English proficient students in listening, speaking, reading and writing.  These skills require control of the sound system, grammar, vocabulary and the social and cultural situations in which they are used.

	Prerequisite: None

	

	ENGLISH  E.S.O.L 2  WITH  E.S.O.L  2  ELECTIVE

	PREREQUISITE: ESOL 1 or county placement

	The course English E.S.O.L 2 grants grade level English credit and are to be scheduled as a double period with E.S.O.L 2 Elective that grants one elective credit. These courses are for Limited English Proficient students whose skills are above those of students in English E.S.O.L 1. These courses will develop the students’ English language skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing.

	Prerequisite: Pass English E.S.O.L 1 or county placement:

	

	ENGLISH  E.S.O.L 3  WITH  E.S.O.L  3  ELECTIVE

	PREREQUISITE: ESOL 2 or county placement

	The course English E.S.O.L 3 grants grade level English credit and are to be scheduled as a double period with E.S.O.L 3 Elective that grants one elective credit. These courses are for Limited English Proficient students whose skills are above those of students in English E.S.O.L 2. These courses will develop the students’ English language skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing.

	

	Transitional English 

	PREREQUISITE: ESOL 3 or county placement

	This course grants grade level English credit. It is a course which focuses on English skills for language minority students who are ready to exit E.S.O.L. English classes and transition to mainstream grade level English courses.  This course includes instruction in the language arts skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.  Literature is taught for its own sake not only as a springboard for composition writing.  In this course students should begin to understand and use the elements of style and begin their development of critical literacy evaluation.  

	

	Language of Math

	PREREQUISITE: county placement

	This course grants elective credit.  It is designed for limited English proficient students who have limited or interrupted mathematics education and whose mathematics placement criteria indicate a lack of achievement on skills included in the middle grades mathematics program.  

	

	ESOL Pre-Conceptual Physics: 

	PREREQUISITE: ESOL 1

	This year long, single period course is designed to teach academic language used in the content area of Science. Learning strategies, basic study skills, and classroom survival skills for American classrooms are taught to the Limited English Proficient students enrolled in this course. Students must be identified for the class by ESOL staff.

	

	ESOL Pre-World History: 

	PREREQUISITE: ESOL 1

	This year long, single period course is designed to teach academic language used in the content area of History. Learning strategies, basic study skills, and classroom survival skills for American classrooms are taught to the Limited English proficient students enrolled in this course. Students must be identified for the class by ESOL staff.

MODERN FOREIGN LANGUAGES

Level 1

In the first year of foreign language study, the sounds of the language are learned through dialogues, practice exercises and situations.  The students learn to understand, speak, read, and write a limited amount of material.   Students will learn to apply grammatical principles of the language to form new ideas and to communicate them.  Cultural information about the countries is taught as part of the context.

Level 2

The development of skills begun in the first year of the language is continued.  Greater emphasis is placed on oral proficiency, listening, reading and writing.  Knowledge of grammar is expanded, including object pronouns and most of the verb tenses beyond the present.  Cultural information is taught through basic content readings and supplemental materials.  The class will be taught mostly in the target language.

Level 3

By the third level of a foreign language, students are required to use the language in class conversations, and read both fiction and nonfiction, including magazines and newspapers.  Learning of vocabulary is greatly expanded.  Some supplementary reading is required.  Basic grammar is reviewed and more complex structure is taught.  Cultural projects are to be carried out in the foreign language.  Students are expected to write coherent paragraphs, short summaries, and outlines in foreign language.  Frequent testing of listening and reading comprehension is expected in this course.  The class will be taught entirely in the target language.

Level 4

In the level 4 foreign language courses, students are expected to use the language in conversation, class discussions, in oral and written reports and research projects.  Reading includes literary works, social and cultural material, magazines, and newspapers from the foreign country.  Grammar is reviewed, and the finer points are analyzed through work with original compositions, summaries, reports, advanced and some translation activities.  The aim is greater precision in self-expression.  Students are expected to understand and write from dictation material heard for the first time.  The use of the foreign language in school-wide and community projects is encouraged.

Level 5

Since level 5 is the Advanced Placement foreign language course, it is intended as a content course.

Students engage in reading for information in order to prepare oral and written reports, as well as for literary appreciation.  Grammar is reviewed and discussed in the foreign language as the students' composition and oral work reveal their weaknesses.  The work centers on broad units dealing with literary, cultural or social themes.  Students are to use a variety of foreign language sources of information, including films, recordings, native speakers, as well as printed matter in preparing their assignments.  Contemporary problems of the foreign county as well as national problems are discussed in the foreign languages.  Long-range individual projects on special student selected topics are expected.  Creative writing is encouraged through such activities as producing a newspaper, poetry magazine, storybooks for children, or term papers.

Level 6

Level 6 is content-based rather than skills-acquisition.  The knowledge of grammatical concepts in the                     foreign language and the language skills acquired in levels 1-5 are to be utilized.  The main thrust of this course is the application of language skills for communication in speaking, expository writing, listening, and reading.  Grammar rules and vocabulary are taught and reviewed functionally as students apply their skills and knowledge in carrying out their written and oral assignments.

Latin I

In this beginning Latin course, students learn to pronounce and read orally by imitating the teacher.  The main tasks in the first level are learning the word order of the Latin sentence, the case endings of Latin nouns, and adjectives according to the use in the sentence.  Verb forms of all six tenses in the indicative mood, the active and passive are learned.    Students are introduced to the techniques of translation.  Myths and legends of ancient Rome and Greece are read and translated.  Reading is the main skill to be developed.

Latin 2

On this level more complex grammatical forms are taught with the aim of developing the skill of reading Latin with comprehension.  Students continue to prepare translations.  They are expected to translate a few selected passages at sight, and to analyze Latin sentences explaining the grammatical function of each part.  Derivative Work is greatly expanded to include Latin phrases used in today's English.  Readings include mythology, history, government, and social customs of Ancient Rome.  Roman culture is related to modem conditions.
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FOREIGN LANGUAGE ELECTIVES
Sign Language 1 (ASL 1) (1 credit, single period)
The first year course introduces students to American Sign Language and Deaf culture.  Grammatical principles of the language are introduced.  Visual-gestural communication techniques are used to develop basic signing skills.  The course emphasis will be on receptive skills and developing expressive skills.  The student will be able to communicate basic language functions such as introducing oneself, asking for and giving information, asking for directions, making requests and talking about activities.  Videotapes support observation and practice.
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Health Issues (1/2 credit) This course is required for graduation.
The full spectrum of contemporary health issues is presented in this required semester course.  Topics include nutrition, exercise, mental health, sex education and family life, disease and wellness, stress reduction, and environmental health.  Students may earn a CPR card from the American Heart Association if they successfully complete the first aid unit.
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MUSIC DEPARTMENT

VOCAL MUSIC

The Senior High School Vocal/General Music Curriculum offered at Eleanor Roosevelt High School includes varied offerings and levels of offerings in performance, and special interest areas.  For students who demonstrate special musical ability and plan to pursue the study of music in college, there are advanced performance classes.  For students who simply enjoy music and wish to be involved in music as a leisure time activity as performers or as consumers, there are special interest courses in guitar/piano and music survey.  Please refer to the following course descriptions for more specific information.
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Each ensemble is open to students in grades 9-12.   Women's Choir and Men’s Choir students are placed in the appropriate performance group through audition.  Students should select “Choir Audition” on the registration form if they wish to be placed in Women’s Choir or Men’s Choir and then come to audition on the dates listed in the front of this packet.  No audition is required for Concert Choir or Gospel Choir.  Each class meets daily for one class period for the full year.  Students may be enrolled in and receive credit for any of these courses from one to four years.  Continuous skill development through varied repertory is achieved each year.

Attendance at outside school performances and rehearsals is a requirement of these courses.  Uniforms are required and are provided for a fee.

The choir calendar of performances and rehearsals, listing required out-of-school attendance, is given to each choir member at the beginning of the year.  In the event of emergencies or unexpected invitations, the teacher will consult with the group to determine the availability of the group.  Those students who are not available on short notice (less than 30 days) will not be penalized for non-attendance.

Concert Choir (I credit, single period) *

This full-year course offers instruction in intermediate vocal techniques, scores reading and includes study and performance of mixed chorus literature.  The approximate number of out-of-school performances for this group is 5.  No audition is required to join this group.  Uniforms are required for this class and fundraising opportunities will be available.

Gospel Choir (I credit, single period) *

This full-year course offers instruction in intermediate vocal techniques, scores reading, and includes study and performance of gospel literature.  The approximate number of out-of-school performances for this group is 7. No audition is required to join this group.  Uniforms are required for this class and fundraising opportunities will be available.

Men's Choir (I credit, single period) *

This full-year course offers instruction in intermediate vocal techniques, scores reading and includes study and performance of tenor/bass literature.  The approximate number of out-of-school performances for this group is 8.

An audition is required to join this group. Uniforms are required for this class and fundraising opportunities will be available.

Women’s Choir (1 credit, single period) *

This full-year course offers instruction in advanced vocal techniques, scores reading and includes study and performance of soprano/alto literature.  The approximate number of out-of-school performances for this group is 8.  An audition is required for this class.  Uniforms are required for this class and fundraising opportunities will be available.

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC




The Instrumental Music program at ERHS is one of the most active and progressive in the state.  Whatever your playing level, beginner to virtuoso, you will be placed in a group where you can and will succeed!  Each ensemble is open to students in grades 9-12.  Auditions are held each spring to determine placement in one of five bands or four orchestras (strings) based on level of achievement.  Each course meets daily for one full-year and students may receive credit all four years.  Students continuously develop their skills through the varied repertoire learned each year.

Attendance at outside school performances/rehearsals (about 3 -1 0 per year) is a requirement for all of these courses.  Uniforms are provided for a small fee of $20 per year.  Members of the bands and orchestras participate in fund raising activities during the year.
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Bands

Concert Band 3   (1 credit, single period)*

For students coming from most middle school band programs in Prince George's County, this group offers a review of basic performance techniques.  The band rehearses music selected to assist in developing good tone quality, breath support, and good intonation, while striving for more advanced technical skills.  Students are encouraged to study privately outside of school.

Concert Band 2   (1 credit, single period)*

For students coming from Concert Band 3 or most middle school band programs in Prince George's County, this group offers refinement of basic performance techniques.  The band rehearses music selected to assist in developing characteristic tone quality, breath support, and good intonation, while striving to attain more advanced music reading and technical skills as well as greater understanding of musical expression.  Some students study privately outside of school.  An audition is required for placement.

Concert Band 1   (I credit, single period)*

For students coming from Concert Band 2 or advanced middle school band programs in Prince George's County who demonstrate competence in tone production, technique, and rhythmic reading, this group rehearses music selected to develop and communicate concepts of balance, blend, rhythmic relationships, technical accuracy, and musical expression.  Many students study privately outside of school.  An audition is required for placement.

Symphonic Band (I credit, single period)*

Predominantly comprised of advanced musicians, members are selected based on their ability to demonstrate characteristic sound, pitch control, advanced technique, rhythmic reading, musical nuance, and style.  Music performed includes standard band repertoire that helps develop advanced concepts of balance, blend, rhythmic independence, aesthetic expression, as well as advanced technical skills.  Most students study privately outside of school.

Wind Ensemble (I credit, single period)*

Members include advanced musicians selected because of their unique musical achievement.  Music performed demonstrates an advanced understanding of all musical parameters and challenges students to expand their vocabulary of stylistic expressions, polish technical facility, and explore challenging and varied repertoire.  Almost all students study privately outside of school.
ORCHESTRA    
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Introduction to Orchestra (I credit, single period) *

This class will provide instruction in the basics of playing an orchestral string instrument.  The fundamentals of music reading, rhythmic execution, performance technique, and solo and ensemble performance skills will be the focus of the course.  Participation in the course will enable students to acquire the skills necessary to audition for the Intermediate Orchestra Class.  Instruments for use during the class period will be provided to the student by the instrumental music department.

Concert Orchestra (I credit, single period) *

For students coming from most middle school orchestra programs in Prince George's County, this group offers refinement of basic performance techniques.  The orchestra rehearses music that will assist in developing basic string techniques, good intonation, and tone quality.  Techniques include development of vibrato and early position work.  Students are encouraged to study privately outside of school.  An audition is required.

Symphony Orchestra (1 credit, single period)*

Predominantly comprised of advanced musicians, members are selected based on their ability to demonstrate characteristic sound, pitch control, advanced technique, rhythmic reading, musical nuance, and style.  Music performed includes standard orchestral repertoire that helps develop advanced concepts of balance, blend, rhythmic independence, aesthetic expression, as well as advanced technical skills.  All students must be comfortable in upper positions.  Most students study privately outside of school.

Chamber Orchestra (1 credit, single period)*

Members include advanced musicians selected because of their unusual musical achievement.  Music performed demonstrates an advanced understanding of all musical parameters and challenges students to expand their vocabulary of stylistic expressions, polish technical facility, and explore challenging and varied repertoire.  Almost all students study privately outside of school.

SPECIAL INTEREST - GENERAL MUSIC COURSES

Basic Guitar (1/2 or 1 credit, single period) * 
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This semester or two-semester course includes opportunity to perform on a guitar, using beginning folk, rock, blues, and classical techniques.  This course is designed for the student with no previous guitar experience.  Beginning music theory is part of this class.  During the spring semester, each student composes an original song for the theory assignment.  Students perform for one another in monthly "Coffee House" setting.

Intermediate Guitar (1/2 or 1 credit, single period) *
This semester or two-semester course includes opportunity to perform on a guitar, using intermediate folk, rock, blues, and classical techniques.  Music theory appropriate to the student's level is part of this class.  During the spring semester, each student composes an original song for the theory assignment.  Students perform for one another in monthly "Coffee House" settings.

Basic Piano (1/2 or 1 credit, single period) *
This semester or two-semester course is designed for any senior high student who wishes to learn the fundamentals of keyboard performance.  The course is designed for students with no previous piano background.  Music theory appropriate to the student's level is part of this class.  During the spring semester, each student composes an original song for the theory assignment - Students perform for one another in monthly "Coffee House “ settings.

Intermediate Piano (1/2 or 1 credit, single period) *
This semester or tm semester course is designed to help increase keyboard skills to a degree that will permit the student to play a variety of music for self-enjoyment.  Music theory appropriate to the student's level is part of this class.  During the spring semester, each student composes an original song for the theory assignment.

Students perform for one another in monthly "Coffee House” settings.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION DEPARTMENT
Lifetime Sports (1/2 credit, single period) 

This semester course will provide learning experiences in a variety of individual and dual sports such as fitness walking, tennis, recreational games, badminton and golf.  Opportunities are provided for students to acquire knowledge, skills and an appreciation of lifetime sports that have carry-over value for recreational pursuits. This course is offered in coeducational format.

Team Sports (1/2 credit, single period)
This semester course wiII provide learning experiences in team sports such as flag football, soccer, basketball, volleyball, softball, floor hockey, and lacrosse.  Opportunities for leadership skills are developed through organizing, administering and officiating interclass competitions.  This course is offered in a coeducational format.

Personal Fitness (1/2 credit, single period)

This semester course will provide students with the knowledge and skills needed to develop and maintain a lifetime of optimal health and fitness.  Students will learn through weekly classroom meetings about the components of fitness:  cardiovascular endurance, muscular strength, muscular endurance, flexibility and body composition.  Sport activities (track, soccer, basketball, ultimate Frisbee, etc.) in this course center around improving fitness levels.  This course is taught in a coeducational format.

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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

Conceptual Physics (1 credit) 

This is an activity driven curriculum where creating a sport that will be beneficial to future residents of a moon colony is a springboard for introducing topics in physics.  Mechanics, optics, and electricity are taught on a need-to-know basis as students explore issues in communication, medicine, predictions, sports and transportation.

Social Studies Department

American History Scholars Program

Eleanor Roosevelt High School is second high school in Maryland to implement an American history scholars program as part of the Gilder Lehrman Institute of American History, headquartered in New York.  This “school within a school” program provides a four-year in-depth study of United States History for a group of thirty or more students per grade level.  The following are components of the program funded by the Gilder Lehrman Institute.

· Students will take four specialized U.S. History courses in addition to the three required social studies courses.

· Students may participate in a two to three day summer enrichment program that includes field trips.
· Field trips will be planned to historic sites, archaeological digs, research facilities and museums.

· Through a partnership with University of Maryland, students will have access to the University library system and guest speakers from the University.  In the senior year, students may have the option to take a college level course.

· Internships at National Archives II, U.S. District Courthouse, Greenbelt City Museum and other museums will be offered to seniors.

The goal of this program is to foster students’ understanding, appreciation and enjoyment of U.S. History, as well as to prepare them for college study in a wide variety of fields. Students will have first-hand experiences with historical documents, museums, historic sites and living witnesses to history.  Courses are planned to include many connections with science, literature, arts and media.  They are paired with required social studies courses to provide support for the study of Government and World History, as well as U.S. History.  Extensive training in research and critical reading and writing will help prepare students for High School Assessments, SAT’s and Advanced Placement exams. 

Who Should Apply?

· Students who enjoy history and have an average of “B” or higher in 8th grade social studies

· Students whose overall GPA for 8th grade is 2.0 or higher

· Students who think they may want to attend college

· Students who want a rigorous program with lots of hands-on experiences
