Dear Parents,
It is that time of year when students become easily distracted and a review of school rules are necessary.  Parents, we need your help in enforcing the following rules:  Gum and candy are not allowed.  CD players are not allowed.  Phones turned on in school are not allowed.  Public Display of Affection (PDA) is not allowed.  (Some students are not shy about kissing or fondling in public and arranging secret liaisons when they should be in class.  Parents will be called when this behavior is observed.)  Text messaging on phones in school is not allowed.  Attendance should be monitored by parents.  Students are expected to arrive prior to 9:25 a.m. when brought to school by a parent.  Parents are expected to call the school when their child is going to be absent or late with all absences followed up with a written note.  Student dress is to reflect the mandatory dress code,-BELTS WORN AND SHIRTS TUCKED IN.  Homework is to be completed and students are expected to be prepared for class on a daily basis.  FIGHTING IS NOT ALLOWED.  STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO REPORT POTENTIAL CONFLICTS TO AN ADULT IMMEDIATELY.  IF PHYSICALLY ASSAULTED IN ANY WAY, STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO TRY TO GET AWAY AND IMMEDIATELY TELL AN ADULT INSTEAD OF RETALIATING.  THE STUDENT WHO IS THE AGGRESSOR WILL BE REMOVED.  Thanks for reviewing these expectations with your students.
