1. How would you characterize the age of the speaker in the poem?
He is entering old age.

2. To what does the speaker compare old age? 
He compares it to winter and to day’s end.
3. What metaphor leads to a solemn conclusion? 
Sample Answer:  Old age is compared to a dying fire, which, when it is gone, it’s gone.
4. What is the speaker telling the listener to do and where in the poem does this occur?
Sample answer:  In lines 13- 14, the speaker says that because the listener can tell that the speaker is nearing death, the listener should love the speaker more deeply.

5. How does this command relate to the theme of the poem?
This relates to the theme of treasuring something because you will lose it soon.

6. What is the tone of the poem?

Sarcastic

7. What tasks does the speaker challenge the listener to perform?
The speaker tells the listener to catch a falling star, impregnate a plant, find past years, learn who gave the devil cloven feet, teach he speaker to hear mermaids, discover how to avoid envy, find what rewards honesty, ride 10,000 days and nights, and find a true and honest woman.
8. Why might Donne have titled this “Song” and suggested it be sung to music?
Sample answer:  The sarcastic tone becomes humorous if set to music.

9. What theme or message is the speaker expressing?
Sample answer:  Donne is suggesting that the ability to remain free of sin throughout life is as impossible as the fantastical tasks.

10. What evidence in the poem supports your answer to question four?
impossible assignment; references to evil (devil, mandrake, falling star of Lucifer);  application to hyperbole followed by the claim that woman, then a symbol of purity, was unfailingly false

11.     Read the following writing prompt and write a five-paragraph essay to respond.
Now that you are near the end of your second year in high school, it is important to set goals for your future.  Write an essay in 1st person describing what you plan to be doing in five years.  You may want to consider what your educational life, your family life, and your career aspirations will be.
