BACKGROUND:

On September 15, 2015, the SOFIA Stargazing flight will fly at 40,000 ft. altitude during an 11-hour flight from California to Canada and
back to California. Actress Nichelle Nichols, Lieutenant Commander Uhura of the Starship Enterprise on Strek Trek, will control the
SOFIA telescope, which will point to the star birthing area of the universe for astronomical research.

The Stargazing Education Outreach Event at the HBOSC Planetarium will feature science, aviation, and Trekker presentations to
provide attendees with background information. In addition, Nichols will answer student questions live while onboard the flight.
